Swim and dive will be cut to half capacity -  (practice 2 times a week with meets on Fri.) 
County proposing an activities fee of $100 per athlete per sport. That money would not go directly to our school.  We would only receive 15% of that money.
Lori is going to check into any groups that are forming to protest the budget cuts and pass on any info to the boosters.

Marie Sudik wants to look into the athletic boosters becoming a 501C3 so we can receive donations from the Combined Federal Campaign Fund.  

Everything has been approved for the Bermuda grass field. The company installing the field has installed all the fields for Fairfax County, George Mason University, the Phillies field and many others.  They are donating the use of a mower for the first year. Work on the field will begin after the last game of the spring season and should be ready by August.
We discussed asking Wegmans to donate a mower to Hayfield.  Bermuda grass mowers run approx. $20,000.  Rick Hartman works with someone who knows one of the Wegmans and volunteered to talk to him about it.
